Food Composting Program

Have you seen the collection bins behind the Town
Center? Divert your food waste here for the new
composting program, instead of putting it in the trash. The
“Compost Crew” company transports this material to the
Prince George’s County Organic Compost facility, where
it is transformed over time into a beneficial soil additive.

Acceptable items for composting include: Coffee
Grounds, Cooked/Fried Food, Corn Husks, Dairy, Egg
Shells, Freezer-burned Foods, Fruit Cores/Scraps,
Grains/Bread, Meat, Nuts/Seeds, Pits, Pizza,
Rotten/Moldy Food, Seafood, Tea Leaves, Vegetables.
Do NOT deposit: Anything Plastic, Animal Waste,
Grease or Fats, Oyster or Clam Shells.

Check this list for more information. Remember: When
in doubt, leave it out!

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COVID-19 Update

DOs anp DON’Ts oF WEARING A MASK
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On August 26, 2020, an updated fact sheet on Town of
Berwyn Heights operational changes in response to the
COVID-19 pandemic was released. An amended local
State of Emergency was issued and made effective as of
March 13, 2020. The order will remain in effect until the
State of Maryland’s State of Emergency is lifted.

Governor Hogan has mandated that all individuals
must wear a face covering in the public spaces of all
businesses, including gyms and fitness centers, on public
transportation, and in outdoor public areas whenever it is
not possible to maintain social distancing of 6 feet or
more.

Remember -- masks must cover your mouth AND
nose. Wearing a mask below your nose is ineffective.

Assistance for Renters

The State moratorium on evictions lapsed on July 25,
2020. Ifyou are facing the possibility of eviction, consider
these steps. Tenants who have received an eviction filing
due to delinquent rent during the pandemic should go to
court and bring evidence that their non-payment is due to
loss of income due to the pandemic. By doing this they
will not face a physical eviction.

If you are a landlord, consider following this guidance
when communicating with your renters. Landlords must
offer rent payment plans with tenants that are unable to
make timely rent payments due to illness, job loss, or any
issue or incident related to the COVID-19 emergency,
under Prince George’s County CB-016-2020.

Community [egal Services of Prince George’s County
offers free legal representation to income-eligible tenants
facing eviction or foreclosure.

Did you know Marylanders can call 2-1-1 and get
connected to resources for housing, mental health, food,
legal services and much more? Especially if you are in an
emergency situation, such as facing eviction or hunger,
call and ask for help.

Voter Registration

The General Election on November 3rd is going to be
different from any previous election any of us has ever
experienced. The first step to participating in this historic
national election is to make sure you are registered to do
so. Use Voter Lookup to verify your voter registration
record. If you need to change any of this information,
change it at least 3 weeks before the election. You can
change it online.

If you are not yet registered to vote, be aware the deadline
is October 13, 2020. Please visit elections.maryland.gov
to register online or call 301-341-7300 to receive a voter
registration form.

Los articulos aceptables para el compostaje incluyen: café
molido, comida cocida/frita, cascaras de maiz, lacteos,
cascara de huevo, alimentos quemados por congelador,
restos de frutas, granos/pan, carne, nueces/semillas,
hoyos, pizza, comida podrida/mohosa, mariscos, hojas de
té, vegetales. NO se puede depositar: Nada Plastico
residuos de animales, grasas o aceite, conchas de ostras o
almejas.

Lo gue DEBE y NO DEBE hacer al usar una mascara.
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El 26 de agosto de 2020, se publico una hoja informativa
sobre los cambios operativos de la ciudad de Berwyn
Heights en respuesta a la pandemia COVID-19. A partir
del 13 de marzo de 2020 entré en vigor un Estado de
Emergencia local. La orden permanecera en vigor hasta
que se levante el estado de emergencia del estado de
emergencia del estado de Maryland.

El gobernador Hogan ha ordenado que todas las
personas deben usar una mascarilla en los lugares
publicos de todos los negocios, incluyendo gimnasios,
centros de ejercicio, transporte publico, y en las areas
publicas al aire libre donde no sea posible mantener
distancia social de un minimo de 6 pies o0 mas.

Asistencia para inquilinos

Una moratoria estatal de desalojos, puesta en marcha en
Marzo, caducada él dia 25 de julio de 2020. Si usted se
enfrenta a la posibilidad de desalojo, considere estos
pasos; Los inquilinos que han recibido una presentacion
de desalojo debido al alquiler moroso durante la
pandemia deben ir a la corte y traer evidencia de que su
falta de pago se debe a la pérdida de ingresos debido a la
pandemia. Al hacer esto no se enfrentaran a un desalojo
fisico.

Si usted es un arrendador, considere seguir esta guia al
comunicarse con sus inquilinos. Los propietarios deben
ofrecer planes de pago de alquiler con los inquilinos que
no pueden hacer pagos de alquiler oportunos debido a
enfermedad, pérdida de trabajo, o cualquier incidente
relacionado con la emergencia COVID-19, bajo el

Condado de Prince George CB-016-2020.
